Serif Drawplus Files
When you create a drawing in serif draw you make it up from many different parts.  It may contain text and graphics. When you save your work it is saved as a serif draw file e.g. logo.Dpp
You can load or open a SerifDraw file to change it if you wish to.

In order to put images in other applications you have to save them as a different type of file.  These files can not be changed directly by SerifDraw.

To create a drawing that can be used by other applications you need to export your SerifDraw file.

Firstly, make sure you have selected the whole image that you want to export by selecting all of the parts of it. Now right click once all the pars are selected and choose ‘group’ from the short menu that appears. If your image is made up of many smaller bits make sure you select all of them together.
From the menu select File > Export…
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You will now have two versions of your graphic image:

One that can be loaded back into SerifDraw and be changed (edited) and one that can be placed into all other applications.
